o Proficiency in English (Proficiency in French is required to study at Francophone universities) 
o Superior academic record (There is no GPA requirement, although an impressive GPA will strengthen 

any application) 
o Able to complete all steps of the application process prior to the published deadlines 
o Nominated by the home university (only in the instance of the direct exchange program) 

Selection Process
o Applications and instructions can be obtained online at www.killamfellowships.com 
o Applicants should be recommended by their home institution or should apply directly to the program 
o Applications are reviewed by an independent adjudication committee, normally comprised of faculty 

members from Canadian and American universities 
o Selection is open and competitive, based on a combination of academic standing, personal statements, 

and letters of reference 
o The Foundation recognizes that excellence is found in all linguistic, ethnic and religious groups without 

regard for gender, age, sexual preference or race. The Killam Fellowship Program encourages
